• Population: 580.000 inhabitants, with 1.250.000 inhabitants in the 

metropolitan area (Málaga - Costa del Sol)

• Malaga is a destination with an excellent accessibility, either national or 

international, thanks to its important network of transport infrastructures:

✓ High speed train (AVE)

✓ Motorways

✓ Malaga International Airport: connections to 129 destinations, almost 

20 millions of passengers in 2019 (85 % international market)

✓ Port of Málaga: 2nd in Spain regarding cruise ships, with half a million 

passengers in 2019

• Main economic activity:

✓ Service sector

✓ Urban tourism (the urban regeneration and recovery of its Historic 

Center boosted tourist activities and currently receives more than 4 

million tourists a year)

✓ A flourishing technology industry (Digital Pole, Málaga TechPark…)
